The goal for vocabulary development is for students to be able to use the instructed words in understanding a text/lesson and to recall the words well enough to use them in speech and writing.

Examples:

-Focus instruction on Tier 2 words.
-7000 word families among Tier 2 words.
Criteria for selecting:
1. Importance and utility
1. Instructional potential
1. Conceptual understanding 
-Agreement across content areas is needed.
	Limited to a Specific Content Area (precise)
Examples:
1. isotope
1. peninsula
1. refinery
1. photosynthesis
-Agreement across content areas is needed.
	-Word families are groups of related words such as introduce, introduction, reintroduce.
-Teach 400 words per year.
-Need frequent multiple encounters over time.
-Teach cognates.
-Mortar is functional words and phrases.
-Bricks are topic specific words and phrases.
-Develop word walls.
-Build on what the student already knows.
-Use concept circles to show relationships between words (see Allen book).
-Use scaffolding to build a temporary structure that assists the learner to build new skills, concepts or levels of understanding.
-Provide paired or group structures that allow students to practice using the works.
-Teach tier 2-3 vocabulary in context to scaffold meaning.
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
